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When a child is unable to eat due to
physical or behavioral conditions, serious
health problems can occur. Physicians,
clinicians and parents can find help for
these children in the Functional Feeding
Program.

Who Can Benefit

Children may not be eating for various
reasons. Our program addresses different
types of feeding related problems
including:

+ Aversion to eating as a result of an
anatomical defect or physiological
condition.

+ Avoidance of eating as a learned
behavior.

* Inability to wean the child from tube
feeding because oral intake is
inadequate.

* Inability of the child to progress through
the eating sequence of various

textures.

Our treatment team can evaluate and
design a treatment plan for those children
who have not responded to other treatment
programs.

Our Services

The Functional Feeding Program provides
a team approach that addresses the child’s
sensory, oral motor and fine motor skills,
as well as his or her behavioral and
medical needs. The core elements of each
child’s program include speech-language
therapy, dietary and nutrition services,
occupational therapy, behavioral
psychology and family education - in
conjunction with medical management.

Other services are provided as needed:
CABLE (Educational services for school
aged children)

Physical Education

Recreation Therapy

Rehabilitation Nursing
